Charlie Wolff was named Superintendent in 1960, and retired in 1971.

When he wasn't working for children, he was practicing the shooting
skills he learned during his time in the Marines. He served as president
of the New York State Rifle and Pistol Association and the Niagara
Frontier Pistol League, and gave frequent shooting demonstrations and
lectures on firearm safety, often serving as a referee for tournaments in
Western New York and across the country. He held numerous local, state
and National honors for sharpshooting, and held the singles and team
records at the Marine Corps Parris Island Training Base.

His volunteer activities included serving as past president of the
Lions Club of Kenmore, as past chief of the Kenmore Volunteer Fire
Department, and as president of the Fire Department's Benevolent
Association. He was a member of the Harry Crosby Post 2471, Veterans
of Foreign Wars, for more than 50 years. He was a member of Master
Builders Lodge 911, F&AM, the Buffalo Consistory, and Ismailia Temple.
